b. The exemption is limited to $25,000 of the gross proceeds from the sale of fencing materials such as t-posts, wood
posts, barbed wire, net wire, smooth wire, standard metal gates, and other like materials used for the purpose of
fencing in agricultural livestock applications.

c.  The exemption shall not apply to county or municipal sales and use taxes unless approved by resolution or
ordinance adopted by the local governing body.

I, the undersigned, hereby certify that the fencing materials purchased from

meet the provisions listed above and will be used strictly for an agriculture livestock application. These purchases are

therefore exempt from state sales and use taxes and any applicable county and/or municipal sales or use taxes exempted
by local resolution or ordinance adopted by the local governing body. As provided, I am aware that the liability for
payment of any sales or use taxes ultimately determined to be applicable with respect to the fencing materials so

purchased will be the exclusive responsibility of the undersigned.
